POLICY AND DRESS CODE 

 
Policy 
    * Keep out of Channels 
    * No spectators allowed 
    * No coolers 
    * Each player must have an individual set of clubs and bag 
    * Maximum of two players and two bags per power cart 
    * Maximum of two carts per foursome 
    * Please use bridges to cross drainage channels 
    * Do not drive golf carts on public roads 
 
Courtesy 
    * Please play "ready golf" - keep up with the group in front of you 
    * Registered players only 
    * Players who do not cooperate with course patrol will be denied the privileges 
       of the golf course 
 
Care of Course 
    * Keep power and hand carts off tees and at least 30 feet from greens 
    * Replace divots, repair ball marks and spike damage, rake traps 
 
Dress Code 
    * No Metal Golf Spikes 
          Soft-spiked golf shoes or sandals or smooth soled tennis shoes must be worn. 
          Sandals are not allowed - shoes must be closed with an acceptable athletic sole. 
    * Men's Dress Code 
          Shirts - Collars and sleeves are required. No T-shirts or tank tops. 
          Slacks or Shorts - Shorts must be walking or Bermuda length, 
          no more than 5" above the knee. No gym shorts, cut-offs or sweat pants. 
          Dress jeans are permitted. 
    * Women's Dress Code 
          Shirts - Appropriate golf shirts are required. No tank, halter or tube tops. 
          Slacks or Shorts - Shorts must be walking or Bermuda length, 
          no more than 5" above the knee. No gym shorts, cut-offs or sweat pants. 
          Dress jeans are permitted. 
 
Pace of Play Policy 
This program has been established as a service designed with your enjoyment in mind. 
 
    * If your group has fallen behind the group ahead; i.e., 9 minutes or more gap between 
foursomes finishing a given hole, and/or take over 15 minutes to complete play on any 
given hole, you will be asked by the Marshal to catch up with the group in front of yours. 
 
 



 
    * If your group requires a second reminder concerning slow play, you will be given the 
opportunity to pick up your bails and catch up with the group ahead of yours. You may 
also elect to receive a rain check or refund for unplayed holes. It will be suggested that 
you return at a less busy time. 
 
    * If a third reminder is necessary, you will not be permitted to continue play. You will 
be refunded the difference between 9 and 18 holes
